
•	 CEMEX must limit the amount of tires burned to levels specified in the letter. 

•	 The company must monitor the emissions of numerous pollutants every 15 
minutes during baseline emissions testing and on any day when tires are being 
used. 

•	 Personnel from Dayton's Regional Air Pollution Control Agency (RAPCA) shall 
be permitted to witness the test(s), examine the testing equipment and ensure 
proper functioning of the emissions testing equipment. 

•	 This letter of exemption shall be effective for one year from the issuance date of 
this letter. However, the total number of days that tires are used in the kiln, shall 
not exceed 60 days when using tires as a supplemental fuel in combination with 
petroleum coke and an additional 60 days when using tires as a supplemental 
fuel in combination with coal within the effective dates of this letter. 

More than three million unused scrap tires are disposed in tire-only landfills or illegally 
dumped around Ohio each year. Ohio EPA recognizes the importance of finding 
potential uses of scrap tires, including possibly using them as a fuel source in lieu of 
more traditional fossil fuels, Therefore, I am willing to let this test proceed with strict 
environmental conditions.
